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Numbered Footnotes Guidelines

These guidelines provide instructions for creating footnotes for authors submitting papers to
the 1st International Research Conference on Performing and Visual Arts — 2024. Footnotes
are notes placed at the bottom of your page in a smaller font to provide additional information
or clarification for the content of an article.

Coding:

e Use a continuous numbering system throughout each paper. Start with a superscript
1 () for the first footnote, superscript 2 (?) for the second footnote, and so on.

e Do not restart numbering for each page. Numbers should be continuous throughout
the entire paper.

e Always place the footnote number in superscript within the body of the article.

Example:

Studies have shown that art forms have existed since ancient times.:

Footnote Section:

Footnotes should be provided in a separate section at the end of the article.
e Give this section the heading "Footnotes" or "Notes."

Example:

1 Performing Arts - From time immemorial, man has been using body language to express his
emotions. As a result, various forms of dance art have emerged. (Sithambarathanar, 2023, p.
15)

Note:

To avoid unnecessary length, keep footnotes concise and relevant.



If more information is needed, try to include it in the body of your article as much as possible.
